winter months have left this small
area with its own language (Aranese),
officially  recognized  throughout
Catalonia, and deep-rooted traditions
originating in what is now the south
of France.

With impressive landscapes, glacial :
lakes, and peaks over 3000 metres high, the Val d’Aran is an ideal destination for skiing
and adventure sports; Baqueira Beret resort is considered to have the best winter
sports infrastructure in the whole of the Iberian Peninsula.

18:30 Stroll around Vielha.

Vielha, the capital of Val d’Aran, is a small Pyrenean city with approximately 4000
inhabitants and it is located at 974 meters above sea level. It is surrounded by peaks
over 2000 meters. The village is built along the Garona River, at the point where both
the Garona and Nere rivers meet.

Wednesday 20th September

09:00 Check-out and visit of the The Vall de Boi Romanesque ensemble. It was listed
as a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 2000. The hermitage and eight churches were all
built during the 11th and 12th centuries, and conserve the original Lombard
Romanesque style developed in
northern Italy and characterized by
functional construction techniques,
meticulous stonework, slim bell towers,
and decorative finishes on the exterior
and interior.

The Vall de Boi Romanesque ensemble
is exceptional for its concentration of so
many churches in such a small area, and
for the unity and authenticity of their architectural style, which has undergone few
modifications over the centuries.

12:00 Transfer to Mont-rebei Canyon. 54 km — 1h
13:00 Lunch in a slow food restaurant near Mont-rebei Canyon.

15:00 Hiking route around Mont-rebei Canyon.
Mont-rebei is the only large-scale RS
canyon in Catalonia that is still 5’ '
largely unspoiled, uninterrupted by Bht

monastery soon began to receive pilgrims and
visitors who helped spread stories about the miracles and wonders performed by the
Virgin.
